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ABSTRACT

Motivation – To customise the appearance of a user interfaces based on user personality that can be described according to the five factor model.

Research approach – An explorative survey approach was used, in which 130 students were asked to rate their preference of 68 designs of a media player. Afterwards participants where asked to complete the IPIP-NEO personality inventory. 

Findings/Design – The results suggest colour of the design as a possible underlying factor for the significant correlations found between personality traits and design preferences

Research limitations/Implications – Only UK-based university students participated in the study, which limited a possible generalisation of the findings.

Originality/Value – The research makes a contribution to the need of designers to target specific users group by creating specific design for these groups. 

Take away message – User preference of an interface design might partially be explained by users personality.
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INTRODUCTION

The Proceedings of ECCE 2011 are the records of the conference. We hope to give the books a single, high-quality appearance. To do this, we ask that authors follow some simple guidelines. In essence, we ask you to make your paper look exactly like this document. The easiest way to do this is simply to use this file as a template and replace the content with your own material. This template should be used both for extended abstracts and actual papers.

PAGE SIZE

The page size of reference is A4, please leave 2.5 cm from the top of the page, 3.5 cm from the bottom of the page and 2.0 cm from both the left and right side. Space between the two columns is 1 cm.  

TYPESET TEXT

Prepare your submissions on a typesetter or word processor.

Normal or Body Text

Please use a 10-point Times Roman font, or other Roman font with serifs, as close as possible in appearance to Times Roman in which these guidelines have been set. The goal is to have a 10-point text, as you see here. Please use sans serif or non-proportional fonts only for special purposes, such as distinguishing source code text. The Press 10-point font available to users of Script is a good substitute for Times Roman. If Times Roman is not available, try the font named Computer Modern Roman. On a Macintosh, use the font named Times.

Title and Authors

The title (Helvetica 18-point bold), authors' names Times Roman 12-point bold and affiliations (Times Roman 12-point) run across the full width of the page – one column wide. We also recommend you insert an e-mail address. See the top of this page for three names with different addresses. If only one address is needed, centre all address text. For two addresses, use two centred tabs, and so on. For more than three authors, you may have to improvise. Authors’ names and affiliations should only be included in Camera-Ready version, and should be left blank for reviewing purposes.
Structured Abstract and Keywords

Except the workshop proposal paper, every submission, both extended abstracts and actual papers should begin with a structured abstract of about 200 words, followed by a set of keywords. The structured abstract and keywords should be placed in the left column of the first page under the left half of the title, see the example provide in this template. The structured abstract has four obligatory fields (Motivation, Research approach, Findings/Design and Take away message), and two optional fields (Research limitation/Implications, Originality/Value). The structured abstract should be clear and reflect the content of the paper. 

Motivation

What was the motivation behind the research reported in the paper? What is the research aiming for?

Research approach

What overall approach, experimental design, research methodology, research philosophy, etc was applied in the research? 

Findings/design

What are the findings or what is the resulting system design?

Research limitations/Implications (if applicable)

What are the limitations of the research, the finding or the resulting design? What are the practical or theoretical implications of this research? 

Originality/value (if applicable)

Compare to other research publications what is new in this paper? What is the value of this work, and who might benefit from it?

Take away message

What is the main message readers should remember after reading the paper? 

Paper length

Please see the information on the conference website about the length of the paper or extended abstract.

Subsequent Pages

For pages other than the first page, start at the top of the page, and continue in double-column format. Right margins should be justified, not ragged. The two columns on the last page should be of equal length. 

References and Citations

Use the standard APA format for references – that is, a list at the end of the article, ordered alphabetically by first author, and referenced by authors’ name in round brackets (Anderson, 1992). See the examples of citations at the end of this document. Within this template file, use the style named references for the text of your citation.

References should be published materials accessible to the public. Internal technical reports may be cited only if they are easily accessible (i.e. you can give the address to obtain the report within your citation) and may be obtained by any reader. Proprietary information may not be cited. Private communications should be acknowledged, not referenced (e.g., Robertson, personal communication).

Page Numbering, Headers and Footers

Do not include headers, footers or page numbers in your submission. These will be added when the publications are assembled.

SECTIONS

The heading of a section should be in Helvetica 9-point bold in all-capitals. Sections should be unnumbered.

Subsections

The heading of subsections should be in Helvetica 9-point bold with only the initial letters capitalized. (Note: For sub-sections and sub-subsections, a word like the or a is not capitalized unless it is the first word of the header

Sub-subsections

The heading for sub-subsections should be in Helvetica 9-point italic with initial letters capitalized.

FIGURES

Figures should be inserted at the appropriate point in your text. Figures may extend over the two columns up to 17.8 cm (7") if necessary. Figures should be inserted at the appropriate point in your text. Figures may extend over the two columns up to 17.8 cm (7") if necessary. Colour or black and white images should be in GIF or JPEG format and will be printed in grey scale. Each figure should have a figure caption in Times Roman.

LANGUAGE, STYLE AND CONTENT

The written and spoken language of ECCE 2011 is English. Spelling and punctuation may consistently use any dialect of English (e.g., British, Canadian or US). Hyphenation is optional. Please write for an international audience:

Write in a straightforward style. Use simple sentence structure. Try to avoid long sentences and complex sentence structures. Use semicolons carefully.


Use common and basic vocabulary (e.g., use the word “unusual” rather than the word “arcane”).


Briefly define or explain all technical terms.


Explain all acronyms the first time they are used in your text – e.g., “World Wide Web WWW.


Explain local references (e.g., not everyone knows all city names in a particular country).


Explain “insider” comments. Ensure that your whole audience understands any reference whose meaning you do not describe.


Explain colloquial language and puns. Understanding phrases like “red herring” requires a cultural knowledge of English. Humour and irony are difficult to translate.


Use unambiguous forms for culturally localized concepts, such as times, dates, currencies and numbers (e.g., “1-5- 97” or “5/1/97” may mean 5 January or 1 May, and “seven o'clock” may mean 7:00 am or 19:00).


Be careful with the use of gender-specific pronouns (he, she) and other gendered words (chairman, manpower, man-months). Use inclusive language (e.g., she or he, s/he, they, chair, staff, staff-hours, person-years) that is gender-neutral. If necessary, you may be able to use “he” and “she” in alternating sentences, so that the two genders occur equally often.
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
